1 Speaker-Andrew Davies Network Early Detection Manager  Slides attached. Andrew advised the group the 20% reduction in cancer deaths is compared to the 97/98 figure and is across all tumour groups and based on one year survival.  It is likely that the target will be met, however it will vary by locality with some areas better than others. Suggestions for the group for promoting awareness included:
a) Working with young people
b) Posters in appropriate locations eg urinals for prostrate

c) Having a logo  to connect to early diagnosis

The group were interested in seeing Bruce Eden’s report that went  to SATH LIT.

3 Matters arising

a) New members information pack was approved.  If date forum started could not be found to re word the paragraph.

b) Head & Neck surgery  A letter was sent from the partnership to Mike Richards requesting clarification regarding which surgery had to cease.  The reply was not clear.  There is a further meeting shortly which SH will report back on.
c) Aims-

i. bookmarks on cancer related fatigue – these were approved by the group.  It was agreed to get some professional approval of the wording prior to printing and to look into the cost of having them cut out in the shape of the sun symbol.  SH to investigate
ii. And to get agreement about referral to GP or CNS 
iii. Lymphoedema cards .  It was agreed to add a few sentences on what is lymphoedema and its potential problems on the reverse. SH to contact Alison to ask for help from the lymphoedema nurses on the wording.  Costs were approved.  SH had stickers printed, which were approved by the group.  It was agreed to check if it is permissible to stick to hospital records, the idea being that patients stick on the records held at the end of the bed.
iv. The stickers and cards then to be provided to the lymphoedema nurses to give out to patients.

v. Discharge information It was agreed to ask Alison what discharge information was provided. Some discussion as to which Tumour site to work on, GS initially thought his prostrate group were already working on this.  AM advised his group were working on something similar.  The group will decide which tumour group to start working on at the next meeting.  It was agreed, it may be either discharge from treatment or discharge from active treatment depending on the tumour group as some patients are never discharged.
4 Feedback: lit- 4,000 cervical screenings are in a backlog and not meeting the 14 day turnaround.  The group agreed to send a letter expressing concern at the delay  SH to write  2 options are going to the Trust on the new build.  SH will ask for the approved plan to come to the group.  New palliative / brain tumour CNS has been appointed.  Ward 21 is merging with ward 23H

5 Partnership- Recruitment, SH will contact the Telford breast cancer support group to advise them of the forums function and invite someone to attend.   The group were asked to let SH know of any suitable training venues so that costs could be reduced.  With the PCT’s having to make a 35% saving clusters are being discussed:

a) West Mercia (Shropshire County, Telford and The Wrekin, Worcestershire and Herefordshire);
b) Staffordshire (North Staffordshire, Stoke on Trent and South Staffordshire); 
c) The Black Country (Wolverhampton City, Walsall, Dudley, Sandwell); 
d) Birmingham (Birmingham East and North, South Birmingham and Heart of Birmingham); and 
e) SCW (Solihull, Coventry and Warwickshire)
A psychology report went to the board showing SATH were short 1 whole time equivalent at level 3 ( trained councellor) and .8 whole time equivalent at level 4 (clinical psychologist, clinical psychiatrist).  This was going to the partnership board in July.
